In economic news, initial jobless claims for the prior week were 

below economists' expectations and are at the lowest levels in 

several decades. The Dow Jones Industrial Average was down 

327 points or 1.3% to 25,379. The Standard & Poor's 500 Index 

was down 40 points or 1.4% to 2,769, and the NASDAQ Com-

posite Index was down 158 points or 2.1% to 7,485
