Rhea County has had 221 cases, 

with 203 patients recovered. Meigs County has 27 cases with 22 

recovered. Polk County’s total is 23 cases with 17 recovered. 

Monroe County has 76 cases, 61 recoveries, and 4 deaths. Brad-

ley County has had 219 cases,  134 recoveries, and  2 deaths.
