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Public health experts report that Tennessee is one of 18 states that 
are showing rates of “uncontrolled spread” of COVID-19. The 
latest count shows Tennessee has had 66,788 cases of the virus, 
an increase of 1,514 in a 24 hour period. There have been 767 
deaths in the state, up 18. McMinn County’s total number of 
cases now stands at 307, up 14 over the past 24 hours. Currently, 
there are 99 active cases of the virus in McMinn Co. There have 
been 19 deaths in the county. Bradley County’s total has reached 
1,061, with 5 deaths. Monroe County is reporting a total of 156 
cases with 6 deaths. Meigs County’s total to date is 40 cases. 28 
of those patients have now recovered.  Polk County’s total is 57, 
with 40 patients recovered.
