According to Sheriff Joe Guy, the incident occurred on the night of May
29, when Deputy CO Chris Geisler decided to make an unscheduled visit
to an inmate housing area.

“That, in and of itself, was above the call of duty,” said Sheriff Guy.
“The staff makes hourly checks on all inmates, but Deputy CO Geisler
had caught up in his other work and decided on his own initiative to
make an additional check of the housing area, and it was then that he
found the inmate attempting to hang himself in his cell.” Guy said

The inmate was trans-
ported by ambulance to a local hospital, and has since recovered and was
returned to custody.

U.S. stocks closed mostly higher. The consumer discretionary
sector led the market on homebuilder strength. Builder confidence
in the housing market continues to rise, as the August NAHB
Housing Market Index (HMI) had a reading of 78, tying its high-
est level ever. Amazon is reportedly being investigated by Ger-
many's antitrust authority over its relationship with third-party
sellers and how they set prices in the market place.

The Dow Jones Industrial Average was down 86 points or 0.3%
to 27,845. The Standard & Poor's 500 Index was up 9 points or
0.3% to 3,382, and the NASDAQ Composite Index was up 110
points or 1.0% to 11,130.
