be Larry Wallace. Wallace is a 6th generation native of McMinn 

County. He had a 40-year law enforcement career starting in 1964 

with the Athens Police Department. In 1967, he became a state 
trooper and was promoted to special agent with the TBI. In 1976, he 

was elected to serve as Sheriff of McMinn County, serving two 

terms. In 1980, he returned to the TBI. He was appointed Colonel 

and Commanding Officer of the Tennessee Highway Patrol in 1987 

and was named Deputy Commissioner of the Tennessee Depart-

ment of Safety in 1988. In 1992, Wallace was named Director of 

the Tennessee Bureau of Investigation, retiring in 2003. Following 

his retirement, he moved back to McMinn County, where he devel-

oped and  taught a criminal justice curriculum at Tennessee 

Wesleyan College.  In 2010, he was promoted to the office of Sen-

ior Vice President at Tennessee Wesleyan. He retired in 2015 and 

was awarded an honorary doctorate from TWU for outstanding 
leadership and service in 2016. The Athens Christmas Parade will 

be held this coming Monday, Dec. 7th, at 6:30 p.m.
