 The Athens City Council has passed a resolution authorizing 

the purchase of the former Daily-Post Athenian building on S. Jack-

son Street as the new home of the Athens Animal Shelter. The vote 

was unanimous.  

 Also at Tuesday’s meeting, Council members heard reports on 
police and fire department activity in June.   

 The police chief’s report said there were 63 thefts in June, 20 

burglaries, 14 assaults, seven motor vehicle thefts, two sex offences, 

and one robbery. Officers issued 189 citations for moving viola-

tions. There were 43 traffic accidents in June, with 10 injuries. 

 The fire chief’s report said firefighters responded to 177 calls in 

June. A total of 129 calls were made for rescue and emergency 

medical service.  There were five fire calls and 17 false alarms. Dol-

lar losses for the month totaled $14,550.
