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Knox County Man Charged With First-Degree Murder In Ten Mile

An investigation conducted by special agents with the Tennessee Bureau of
Investigation, with assistance from the Roane County Sheriff’s Office, has led
to a first-degree murder charge against a Knox County man.

' According to the TBI, agents began investigating on Jan. 27 at the request of

. 9th Judicial District Attorney General Russell Johnson after statements were
made by Zachary Lowe, 27, concerning a murder. During the investigation,
authorities located a body inside an abandoned structure near the 4600 block of
Decatur Highway in Ten Mile.

The identity of the victim has not been released as officials work to notify next of kin.

As a result of the investigation, agents obtained a warrant charging Lowe with one count of first-degree
murder. He was taken into custody and booked into the Roane County Jail, where he is being held without
bond.

The charge is an allegation, and Lowe is presumed innocent unless and until proven guilty beyond a rea-
sonable doubt in a court of law.
