The Athens Area Council for the Arts will host its Second Annual Grand Ball on Friday, May
29, welcoming grandparents, honorary grandparents, and their grandchildren for an evening of
dancing and community at The Arts Center. The event runs from 5:30 to 7 p.m., with donations
accepted at the door to support AACA’s youth scholarship programs.

\\g The Grand Ball is the creation of Sloane Shepherd and Taylor Kimball, two 11-year-old “Arts
" Center Kids” whose idea began as a simple dance for grandparents and grew into a successful
Athens Areo o fundraiser. Last year’s event raised more than $1,000 for summer camp scholarships, and the
young organizers have set a new goal of at least $2,000 to help more children access arts programming.

The dance features music spanning eight decades, from the 1940s through the 2020s, along with balloons, cookies, and
a selfie station. Proceeds benefit AACA’s efforts to remove financial barriers to arts participation—an ongoing need in a
community where many families face economic challenges.

AACA'’s scholarship initiatives include the Marian Biddle Trew Scholarship Fund, which supports youth enrollment
in arts classes and camps, and the Laura Abbott Scholarship Fund, which assists senior citizens seeking arts education
opportunities. Together, these programs reflect AACA’s long-standing commitment to expanding access to the arts
across McMinn County and surrounding areas.
